The Partnership will involve the departments and undergraduate students from both universities.
The class will be a full-credit course in International Relations; we can also offer a course in
International Law, Globalization, or other similar classes in the future. Classes will be eonducted in
English so proficiency in English would be required. The class willrunona wraditional fall
(September-December) and Spring (January-May) Semester rotation.

International Relations will be taught at Montclair State University and with the usage of
technology, discussed below, students in Athens will participate in the class as it happens in real
time. The academic community calls this "distant learning”. Students in Athens will take the class
just as they normally would but the professor and the student bady from Montclair State University
will be broadcasted through 3 television or projector. Both the audio and video feeds will be live.
Student will have access to reading materials, assignment, and will be able to submit their
homework assignments through the internet. Montclair State University uses Blackboard which i$
an online academic platform. We can put the Athens students in the system and | ¢an show them
how to use it If they are not familiar.

+ Implementation: One class per semester via distant learning between Montclair State
Uniyersity and Panteion University. Blackboard and email will be used to make reading .
materials and assignments available to all students. This can happen for the Spring 2014
semester and we can run a pilot class for Fall 2013, Each class should have at least 12
students on our end. We can discuss the enroliment selectivity in the future in greater
detail, but | think we should cap the class around 20-25 students in the beginning until
everything runs smoothly and effectively.

+ Administrative Facts: unofficially the Department of Political Science and Law at Montclair
State University is fully on board. Officially my Department will submit for an officlal
approval for this program to the University's Provost Office here at Montclair State
University. Authorization will happen without any issues just a formality. We would contact
the appropriate office after that happens to make sure that the students have Blackboard or
online access. If you are in the area in New Jersey please feel free to stop by the Department
to see the class formation or the class in action. Administratively, we will sign or view any
forms from Pantheion University you need us to sign or read over.

+ Technology Facts: To have this distant learning project to work there needs to be both
appropriate hardware and software to make it possible. There are many different options
available. Roughly speaking a one-time cost of around four to five-thousand dollars will be
needed it you buy new equipment. Polycom and vidyo is what we at Montclair State
University have chosen works best. The wonderful thing Is with this system is that once itis
set up the possibilities are truly endless. For further technology correspondence we can
have our technology department contact the technology team at Panteion to answer any
question or fix any issues. Additionally, | witl always be here to help if there are any
problems if any technology people are unavailable.

« Technology Facts, Polycom: The hardware we use is called "Polycom”. You can research the
different products they make here. We bought a used Polycom system similar to the
Polycom QDX 6000. The average brand new price runs around 3000 USD, a used one will
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cost around 1000 USD to 2000 USD. There are many different companies that make "vidyo
compatible" cameras, but Polycom is one of the more stable products.

« Technology Facts, Vidyo: The software we use to work with the Polycom system is called
"Vidya". This i5 the webpage for vidyo. The software allows to have a series of different
option while broadcasting the class. For example, it allows the instructor to show a
powerPoint Presentation during the lecture, show a documentary, record, and so on along
with the core service of providing a solid and stable online audio/video interaction. | have
already contacted vidyo representative; he will contact me for a price quote shortly on your
behalf.
